Healing and Reconciliation” can be viewed on the Canadian Bishops’ website.  Each week, there is a brief 
video with Archbishop Donald Bolen, along with some resources for learning and reflection.  This week’s 
reflection on the former Indian Residential Schools offers a valuable message and helpful historical 
information on this important issue.  As a delegation of Indigenous people prepares to meet with Pope 
Francis at the Vatican later this month, we pray that the work of healing and reconciliation may be 
advanced in our nation and Church.
